Table 6.2 demonstrates the rotated component matrix for Question 12, results indicate that Questions 12.1 through to 12.3 correlate highly with component 2 (focus on service delivery) while Q12.4 through to Q12.9 correlate highly with Component 1 (focus on sexual health improvement). In this case 2 factors were extracted explaining 68% of the original variation in the data.  Question 12.7 which asked whether Healthy Respect had helped providers improve support for parents was a poorly answered question. Therefore, the poor value attached to this may be due to the fact that fewer respondents answered this question. 
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
